4. Explain how different ways of entering data can speed up your data entry and cut down on errors e.g. bar code readers, magnetic ink character recognition (MICR), optical mark readers. (OMR)
(AO1d/4)

5. In computer jargon, find out what GIGO stands for and explain what it would mean to your system.
